
Directions to Plant Fest 

The Plant Fest will be held at the Trial & Idea Garden   

located on the grounds of Claremont Nursing &             

Rehabilitation Center at 1000 Claremont Road in          

Middlesex Township near Carlisle. It is at the intersection 

of Claremont Road and Army Heritage Drive. Parking will 

be available in the lot across the road on Army Heritage 

Drive.  Please use the crosswalk. 

From Rt. 81 North: Take Exit 48 and turn right onto York 

Road (Rt. 74S). At second light, turn left onto Fairview 

Street.   Follow Fairview Street across Trindle Road to Army 

Heritage Drive. Go one mile, across the railroad tracks, and 

turn left into the parking lot. 

From Rt. 81 South: Take Exit 49 (High Street) and turn left 

onto Trindle Road (Rt. 641E). At the first light, turn left onto 

Army Heritage Drive. Go one mile, across the railroad tracks, 

and turn left into the parking lot. 

From Rt. 641 West: Turn right at light onto Army Heritage 

Drive just prior to Rt. 81 overpass. Go one mile, across     

railroad tracks, and turn left into parking lot. 

From PA Turnpike: Take Exit 226 (Carlisle). Bear right onto Rt. 

11 South (Carlisle Pike). Go one mile to second light; turn left 

onto Harmony Hall Drive. Go 1/2 mile to stop sign; turn right 

onto Claremont Road, then 1/2 mile to left on Army Heritage    

Drive, right into parking lot. 

From Rt. 34 North: Take Rt. 34 North (Hanover Street) into the 

Square in Carlisle. Continue two blocks past Square; turn right at 

light onto North Street. Go 1.5 miles and turn right onto Army  

Heritage Drive, right into parking lot.
